On May 4th the Smoky Hill Metro District residents voted down Measure A by 31 votes. Roughly ¾ of eligible voters did not submit a ballot. The board timed the tax measure to coincide with the elimination of the expiring long term debt tax. The net effect of Measure A would have been to keep residents tax rates the same while increasing the general fund revenue substantially. TABOR law stipulates that we called it a tax increase because it was a new tax (to replace one that expired). We are looking for a way to pay to replace aging pool equipment, fences, entrances, playgrounds, lawn mowers, removal and replacement of dead trees, and antiquated sprinkler systems while continuing to pay escalating gas and water bills.
If you did not receive a ballot or TABOR notice you are not an active voter in the State of Colorado.
